The building will be able to accommodate 25 children no later 
than May 2021, including 10 infants under 18 months of age. The number of 
children at the Centre de la petite enfance des Jardins Jolis will therefore 
increase from 164 to 189, in addition to 6 new positions for qualified full-time 
educators being created. The main objectives of the childcare centre are to 
welcome children and meet their needs, to ensure their health, safety and well-
being, to promote equality of opportunity, to contribute to their socialization, to 
support their parents and, finally, to prepare the child for starting school.
